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DUKE OF EDINBURGH’S AWARD EXPEDITIONS IN BAVARIA – AUG-SEP 12
1. As you may possibly know, I have been involved for a number of years in organising a joint ACF/ATC trip to Bavaria for activities to qualify in the DofE Gold Expedition section.    I am arranging another trip from 24th August – 2nd September 2012 and I enclose a copy of an information/application leaflet to copy and hand out to anyone eligible and interested.   If you require more leaflets and are not able to photocopy please contact me and I will send more out by return.  

2. The trip is sponsored by HQLF, Youth & Cadets Branch and is open to Cadets and young Adults at DofE Gold.  The trip is aimed particularly at participants who are not able to join a DofE Expedition Team.  Applicants should be fit, mature and responsible people who will be good ambassadors for both the DofE and the Cadet Forces.    Assessors and Supervisors are also required for the visit.   Although there is an established team, I welcome bids from other suitably qualified Adults who would like to accompany the trip.   


3. Cost.  The cost will depend on how many candidates apply.  If there is a total of 35 of more participants and leaders, travel will be by hired coach.  In this case the total cost will be not more than £370, for all travel, food (excluding expedition rations), accommodation, insurance and camping fees.  If there are fewer in the party, individuals will be invited to make their own way to Bavaria.  We will give advice on the various options for travel.   The cost, excluding travel, would then be £250.  A deposit of £170 will be required with applications.

4. I would be most grateful if you would ensure anyone you feel would benefit from this event hears about it and encourage them to bid as soon as possible.   There is a maximum of 36 places for candidates, and a smaller number of places for leaders. Bids will be accepted on a first come - first served basis.   I cannot accept bids without a deposit.  If the trip is oversubscribed, unsuccessful bids will be placed on a reserve list and called up if anyone drops out.  On receipt of applications a full information pack will be sent out to the candidate.  The cut off date is 15th April 2012
5. The administrative arrangements will be made by me including application to Cadets Branch, liaison with the Bavaria accommodation providers, arranging insurance, transport and catering.   Support from Units to their applicants, in terms of finance, equipment etc. would be welcomed.

6. This will be the 23rd visit I have had the pleasure of organising.  In the 22 previous visits some 440 young people have visited this beautiful area, and all of them have returned enriched by the experience and keen to revisit.   It is an ideal opportunity to stretch your DofE candidates and give them a welcome change from the overused and familiar surroundings to be found in Britain.
