WHERE IS IT – WHAT’S IT LIKE?
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The part of Bavaria we will be visiting is in southern Germany near the Austrian and Swiss borders.    The region is known as the Allgäu (it is pronounced Olgoy).   It lies in the south-western corner of Bavaria and extends into Austria and Switzerland.   This will be the base for the expeditions.
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It is great walking country with a whole network of way marked footpaths.   There are all kinds of paths from high Alpine climbers paths to broad green ridges and valley floor paths.   
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There is always something to see - spectacular waterfalls, lakes, extensive views of the mountains, old castles, deep gorges, wildlife of all sorts, and quaint villages with beautiful churches. 
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The local industries are forestry, dairy cattle (with bells around their necks) and tourism, all affecting the way the country looks.  A particular feature of the area is the impact of religion, with crosses on the summits of many hills, and ornate churches.

WHO CAN GO – WHAT CAN WE DO?
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Any member of the ACF, ATC, SCC, & CCF doing the Gold Award can join the trip.  The oppor-tunity is aimed at individuals who are unable to join a group.  The main offering is an expedition on foot.  It is possible to do cycle or canoe expeditions, but there will be an extra cost for hiring and there will need to be at least four takers.  If you have already done your expedition, you can still do a Residential Project in Bavaria if there enough takers.

WHAT IS THE PROGRAMME?
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We travel out on Friday/Saturday 24-25 Aug.  On Sunday there will be an acclimatisation walk on a nearby mountain.  On Monday you will plan your expedition and book your campsites.  If there is time you will get a chance to visit Oberstdorf, a local resort and a good place for present buying.   The expeditions will take place from Tuesday to Friday, and we travel back to the UK on Saturday 1st  September.

WHERE DO WE STAY?
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We will stay at the DofE lodge in the village of Ortwang.  It has dormitory style bed- rooms, as well as dining facilities and common rooms for relaxing – including a bar!
