Range Conduct Logbooks.
a.
In accordance with LF Policy, the County must conduct an annual review of all Range Conduct Logbooks (RCL). The purpose of the review is to ensure that range qualified personnel are maintaining their currency and competency.  If an individual has not performed any range duties within a 24 month period they cannot be deemed as current.  The only means for ascertaining the currency of an individual is to check the dates inserted into the RCL, which proves when that person last conducted duties on a range.  Range qualified personnel must ensure that their RCLs are kept up to date and an entry made, every time that they conduct a range duty. 
b.
The TSA has reviewed a number of RCLs this year and as a result the following personnel are authorised to act as the Range Conducting Officer/Safety Supervisor/Butts/Console/DCCT in line with their qualifications on ranges from 01-09-11 until 31-08-11:

If any individual has not been listed above they are to forward their RCL to the TSA asap.  If the individual is current and competent, the TSA will add their details to the next Part One Orders.

c.
RCLs will be reviewed at Annual Camp each year and all qualified personnel should make every effort to ensure that their Logbook has been forwarded to the TSA by the completion of Annual Camp. If an individual has not conducted any range duties within a 24 month period, they must apply to the TSA who will need to reassess the individual whilst on a range.

2.
Training at Detachments – Use of External Areas of Land.
a.   All detachments which utilise areas outside of their Detachment perimeter are now required to get the area cleared by 143 (WM) Bde using the Training Over Private Land system (TOPL).  Without this clearance you are not covered by the ACF/MOD Insurance.  This process will be coordinated by the TSA and the system is as follows:

Detachment Commander contacts TSA to request recce of area to be used.
TSA will recce area and produce a risk assessment and a detailed map of the area. 
 The Detachment Commander will be given Annex C to the TOPL form which must be signed by the Landowner and the Detachment Commander.  
The completed Annex C must then be returned to the TSA.  
Detachment Commander to keep a copy of the signed Annex C. 
TSA will forward the relevent documentation to HQ 143 (WM) Bde.
HQ 143 (WM) Bde will reply with clearance confirmed and the specified dates.
TSA will forward the clearance form, map and risk assessment to the Detachment Commander.  
Detachment Commander can then utilise the area during the specified dates.
Clearance lasts for a maximum of 1 year, at which time the whole procedure must be followed again.
