TRANSPORT REGULATIONS
The following is an extract from the minutes of the latest County Health & Safety Meeting held at CHQ on 
Wed 5 Oct 11:
· All drivers were to ensure that they were qualified and authorised to drive the County Fleet - or any vehicle loaned from other units. Companies were to ensure that the only personnel authorised and qualified to drive, actually do so. Failure to comply in the event of an accident, would lead to the driver and officer authorising the journey, being liable for prosecution through the civil courts.

· All vocational drivers were to be made aware of their responsibility for completing the FMT 109 Reserve Forces Certificate of Employment. This was a legal requirement in accordance with both JSP 800 and the EU Working Time Directive. If any driver was in any doubt on the rules and regulations, then they were to seek advice from Lt Cook or appropriate CAA.

· Reversing was be supervised at all times, with one person out of the vehicle acting as a banks man to guide the vehicle. This was particularly imperative when reversing to attach a trailer to the vehicle. Any damage or accidents were to be reported to the relevant CAA.

· Dark Nights. All adults and cadets were to ensure that wore something bright when attending parade nights at detachments. It was the Detachment Commander’s responsibility to brief all cadets about being seen at night and the extra measures they need to take to ensure their safety. 

· Bicycles. If cadets attended detachment parade nights on bikes, then they were to ensure that they had serviceable and working lights, front and rear - and also that they wore something bright over combat jackets. Combat jackets were camouflaged for a reason, (i.e. not to be seen) – therefore all staff should wear something bright as well, in order to be seen. BE SEEN, BE SAFE.
· Smoking. Under no circumstances were staff or cadets to smoke in any military vehicle which included all of the white fleet. Disciplinary action would be taken against offenders.
