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TRAVEL SECURITY

As members of the MoD, there are certain constraints on travelling to certain countries, either on business or on leave, to protect you from certain threats.  As well as observing the regulations set out below you should visit the Foreign and Commonwealth Office website (fco.gov.uk) to obtain pertinent advice for any country you intend to visit.

Serving personnel who wish to travel to the Commonwealth countries of Fiji, South Africa and Zimbabwe, should also contact the CEO for advice.
