THE BLANK FIRING SYSTEM
1. All personnel should be aware that during a recent Equipment Care Inspection (ECI),
it was noted that some of the flash eliminators on the L98A2 GP Rifle are becoming unseated.  This is due to the over tightening of the Blank Firing Attachment (BFA).  This can cause the flash eliminator to fly off during firing with obvious associated dangers. The following is an extract from Pam 5-C:

Using the combination tool tighten the tube by turning the nut attached to the top of the bullet trap.  Do not over tighten.   

2. In preparation for the ECI, it was also noted that the small hole located on the side of the tube (see image below) was becoming blocked with carbon. The hole is designed to assist with the venting of the gases produced when firing.  Prior to fitting the BFA, the ECO should check to ensure that the hole is not blocked.  If it is blocked, then the BFA should not be used and it should be marked up and returned to County HQ, where it will be unblocked prior to it being issued again. Personnel should not attempt to unblock the small hole themselves.

3. During the ECI, it was also noted that there was a minor problem with some of the older Blank Magazines.  It is possible for the round limiter (see image below) to be depressed when the magazine is not fitted to the weapon, which should not happen.  The ECO should check this prior to blank firing exercises - if it does happen, then the magazine should not be used. The faulty magazine should be marked and returned to County HQ.
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
